Report on Audit of the Financial Statements

Opinion

1. We have audited the financial statements of SHRI RAJKOT DISTRICT CO-OPERATIVE BANK LTD., RAJKOT (‘the
Bank’), which comprise the Balance Sheet as at 31st March 2023, the Statement of Profitand Loss and the Statement of Cash
Flows for the year then ended, and notes to financial statements including a summary of significant accounting policies and
other explanatory information in which are included returns for the year ended on that date of 199 branches plus Head
Office audited by us.

2. In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the aforesaid
financial statements give the information required by the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 in the manner so required for bank
and are in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in India and

a. the Balance Sheet, read with the notes thereon is a full and fair Balance Sheet containing all the necessary
particulars, is properly drawn up so as to exhibit a true and fair view of the state of affairs of the Bank as at
31stMarch, 2023;

b. the Profit and Loss Account, read with the notes thereon shows a true balance of profit; and
c. the Cash Flow Statement gives a true and fair view of the cash flows for the year ended on that date.
3. We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing (SAs) issued by ICAI. Our responsibilities

under those Standards are further described in the Auditor’'s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements
section of our report. We are independent of the Bank in accordance with the code of ethics issued by the Institute of
Chartered Accountants of India together with ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of the financial statements,
and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these requirements and the code of ethics. We
believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion.

Responsibilities of Management and Those Charged with Governance for the Financial Statements

4. The Bank's Board of Directors is responsible with respect to the preparation of these financial statements that give
a true and fair view of the financial position, financial performance and cash flows of the Bank in accordance with the
accounting principles generally accepted in India, including the Accounting Standards issued by ICAl, and provisions of
Section 29 of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 and circulars and guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India ('RBI') from
time to time. This responsibility also includes maintenance of adequate accounting records in accordance with the
provisions of the Act for safeguarding of the assets of the Bank and for preventing and detecting frauds and other
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irregularities; selection and application of appropriate accounting policies; making judgments and estimates that are
reasonable and prudent; and design, implementation and maintenance of adequate internal financial controls, that were
operating effectively for ensuring the accuracy and completeness of the accounting records, relevant to the preparation
and presentation of the financial statements that give a true and fair view and are free from material misstatement, whether
due to fraud orerror.

In preparing the financial statements, management is responsible for assessing the Bank'’s ability to continue as a
going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern and using the going concern basis of accounting
unless management either intends to liquidate the Bank or to cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements

5. Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as a whole are free from
material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor's report that includes our opinion. Reasonable
assurance is a high level of assurance, but is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with SAs will always
detect a material misstatement when it exists. Misstatements can arise from fraud or error and are considered material if,
individually or in the aggregate, they could reasonably be expected to influence the economic decisions of users taken on
the basis of these financial statements.

As part of an audit in accordance with SAs, we exercise professional judgment and maintain professional skepticism
throughout the audit. We also:

* Identify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error,
design and perform audit procedures responsive to those risks, and obtain audit evidence that is sufficient and
appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion. The risk of not detecting a material misstatement resulting from
fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions,
misrepresentations, or the override of internal control.

* Evaluate the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of accounting estimates and
related disclosures made by management.

* Conclude on the appropriateness of management's use of the going concern basis of accounting and, based on
the audit evidence obtained, whether a material uncertainty exists related to events or conditions that may cast
significant doubt on the bank's ability to continue as a going concern. If we conclude that a material uncertainty
exists, we are required to draw attention in our auditor's report to the related disclosures in the financial
statements or, if such disclosures are inadequate, to modify our opinion. Our conclusions are based on the audit
evidence obtained up to the date of our auditor's report. However, future events or conditions may cause the bank
to cease to continue as a going concern.

* Evaluate the overall presentation, structure and content of the financial statements, including the disclosures,
and whether the financial statements represent the underlying transactions and events in a manner that achieves
fair presentation.
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We communicate with those charged with governance regarding, among other matters, the planned scope and timing of the

audit and significant audit findings, including any significant deficiencies in internal control that we identify during our audit.

We also provide those charged with governance with a statement that we have complied with relevant ethical requirements
regarding independence, and to communicate with them all relationships and other matters that may reasonably be thought

to bear on ourindependence, and where applicable, related safeguards.

From the matters communicated with those charged with governance, we determine those matters that were of most
significance in the audit of the financial statements of the current period and are therefore the key audit matters. We
describe these matters in our auditor's report unless law or regulation precludes public disclosure about the matter or when,
in extremely rare circumstances, we determine that a matter should not be communicated in our report because the adverse

consequences of doing so would reasonably be expected to outweigh the publicinterest benefits of such communication.

Emphasis of Matter

(1) Attention is invited to Schedule No. 12 & Note No. 8(e) to the Financial Statements reflecting Contingent Liabilities.

(2) Attention is invited to Note No. 8 (f) which describes that Share Capital includes 936 (Previous year 936) shares of
Rs. 50.00 each in respect of the member Societies which have not subscribed to additional call money demanded to
make face value of their shareholding in multiple of a minimum of Rs. 1000.00.

(3) Attention is invited to Note No. 3(b) to the Financial Statements describing impact of COVID 19 on Financial
Statements.

(4) As per NABARD guidelines issued for STCBs and DCCBs, IFR should be built up @5% of investment portfolio within a
period of 5 years. As per RBI circular RBI/2018-19/12 DCBR.BPD. (PCB/RCB) Cir.No. 1/16.20.000/2018-19 dated
06th July, 2018 IFR should be maintained by DCCB and STCBs also.

The Investment Fluctuation Reserve (IFR) is at Rs. 2735.84 lakh constitute @ 4.43% of Investments under Current
category which shall raise to 5% after the proposed amount of transferis approved at the AGM of the bank.

(5) Attention is invited to the agreement of the bank with TCS (computer software service provider) that has expired on
31st December, 2022 & has not been renewed till the date of report. We have been informed that NABARD & GSCB
have already taken up the matter of renewal of such contract on behalf of all the DCBs & follow up is on-going with
TCS.

Our opinion is not modified in respect of above matters.
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Report on Other Legal and Regulatory Requirements
6. The Balance Sheet and the Profit and Loss Account have been drawn up in accordance with Section 29 of the
Banking Regulation Act, 1949;
7. Subject to the limitations of the auditindicated in paragraphs 4 to 5 above, we report that:

(@) We have obtained all the information and explanations which, to the best of our knowledge and belief, were
necessary for the purposes of our audit and have found them to be satisfactory;

(b) Thetransactions of the Bank, which have come to our notice, have been within the powers of the Bank; and

(c)  Thereturns received from the offices and branches of the Bank have been found adequate for the purposes of our
audit.

8. We further report that:

(@) Inouropinion, proper books of account as required by law have been kept by the Bank so far as it appears from our
examination of those books;

(b) the Balance Sheet, the Profit and Loss Account and the Statement of Cash Flows dealt with by this report are in
agreement with the books of account;

(c) the reports on the accounts of the branch offices audited by us under section 29 of the Banking Regulation Act,
1949 have been properly dealt with by us in preparing this report;

(d) In our opinion, the Balance Sheet, the Profit and Loss Account and the Statement of Cash Flows comply with the
applicable accounting standards, to the extent they are not inconsistent with the accounting policies prescribed by

RBI.

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J Significant Accounting Policies /

1. REPORTING ENTITY

Shri Rajkot District Co-operative Bank Limited (RDC Bank) incorporated on 15th May, 1959 as
a Co-operative Bank under The Bombay Co-operative Societies Act, 1925 with Registration
No. as 24940. The Banking society is licensed by the Reserve Bank of India vide letter dated
14.09.1994 and amended on 25th June, 2012, 3rd February, 2016 and 26th August, 2019 to
undertake Banking business and operates at middle tier of the Co-operative Credit
Structure. The bank has it's headquarter at Rajkot and operates from 199 branches plus
Head Office spread across the districts of Rajkot and Morbi in Gujarat.

Besides banking activities, the Bank acts as a leader of co-operative movement in the district
under its operation and provides capacity building support to PACS. It conducts training
programmes for office bearers and employees of the PACS under its service area. Periodical
seminars are also conducted to update the staff and members of PACS on important
developments affecting them.

As per Clause 1(1) of the Byelaws of the Bank, the area of operations of the bank extends to
the whole of the State of Gujarat. However, in the revised license issued by the RBI, the area
of operationis to be confined to erstwhile Rajkot District.

The Bank is a middle tier entity in the co-operative credit structure and has no direct or
indirect state partnership. Being under federal structure, the membership of the bank
comprises of all the affiliated PACS and other functional societies. The whole of the capital of
the bankis subscribed by the member societies, mainly PACS.

2. ACCOUNTING CONVENTION

The financial statements are prepared and presented under the historical cost convention on
going concern basis following the accrual concept of accounting, unless otherwise stated.
The financial statements comply with generally accepted accounting principles, statutory
requirements prescribed under the Banking Regulation Act, 1949, circulars and guidelines
issued by the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) & NABARD from time to time, Accounting Standards
(AS) issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAl) and current practices
prevailing within the banking industry in India.

3. USE OF ESTIMATES

The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with generally accepted
accounting principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect
the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, revenues and expenses and disclosure of
contingent liabilities at the date of the financial statements. Actual results could differ from
those estimates. Management believes that the estimates used in the preparation of the
financial statements are prudent and reasonable.

The Net Profit disclosed in the Profit and Loss Account is arrived at, after making:

a. Provision for taxes.

b. Provision for Non-Performing Assets/Standard Advances as per RBI guidelines.

c. Adjustmentin the value of investment.

d. Other necessary and usual provisions.

There is no change in Accounting Policies by the bank during the year. No material prior
period items to be disclosed under AS-5.

o 5. RECOGNITION OF INCOME/EXPENDITURES (AS-9)

5.1 Revenueisrecognized tothe extent thatitis probable that the economic benefits will flow to
the bankand the revenue can be reliably measured.

5.2 Income and Expenditure are recognised on accrual basis except as otherwise stated.

5.3 Interestincome is recognized in the profit and loss account on an accrual basis, exceptin the
case of non-performing assets where itis recognized upon realisation as per RBl norms.

5.4 Interest income on refunds of Income Tax, Service tax, etc. isrecognised in the yearthe order
is passed by the competent authority.

5.5 Interest on Government Securities, Debentures and other fixed income securities are
recognized on accrual basis. Income on discounted instruments is recognized over the
tenure of the instrument.

5.6  Dividendincomeisaccounted whenthe right to receive paymentis established.

5.7 Interest on unpaid and unclaimed matured term deposits is recognised at saving deposit
rates.

Standard AS-28 "Impairment of Assets" is not applicable. In respect to assets to which the
standard applies, in the opinion of the management there is no indication, internal or
external, which could have the effect of impairing the value of the assets to any material
extentasat 31st March, 2023 requiring recognition in terms of the said standard.
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10. INVESTMENTS (AS-11)

Classification: For the purpose of disclosure in the Balance Sheet, Investments are classified
under four groups as required under RBI guidelines, viz Government Securities, Other
Approved Securities, Shares with Co-operative Institutions and Other Investments.
Valuation: For Valuation purpose, the Investments are classified under two categories, viz,
Permanent Category And Current Category.

Permanent Category : These investments are carried at their acquisition cost less premium
amortised till date. Premium, if any, on acquisition is amortised in equal proportion over the
period remaining to maturity.

Current Category : Each security in this category is marked to market at the year end and the
net resultant depreciation is recognised in the profit and loss account. Net Appreciation, if
any, isignored.

For shifting of securities from permanent category to current category during the year
securities shifted to current category are marked to market as on the date of shifting and the
net resultant depreciation is recognised in the profit and loss account. Net Appreciation, if
any, isignored.

In case of shares, bonds & other investments, the scrip wise appreciation is ignored. Market
value of government securities (excluding treasury bills) is determined on the basis of the
price list published by RBI or the prices periodically declared by PDAI jointly with
FIMMDA/FBIL for valuation at year-end. In case of unquoted government securities, market
price or fair value is determined as per the rates published by FIMMDA/FBIL.

Exclusion from Cost :

Interest accrued up to the date of acquisition of securities (i.e. broken period interest) is
excluded from the acquisition cost and debited to interest on investments.

Brokerage, Commission, CCIL charges etc. pertaining to investments paid at the time of
acquisition are charged as expenditure.

Upfrontincentives received on subscription to securities are recognized asincome.

Premium on acquisition of Government Securities under HTM category is amortized over the
balance period of maturity.

Diminution in value & Profit/Loss on Sale:

Classification wise investment i.e. Held for Trading (HFT) and Available for Sale (AFS) are
aggregated for the purpose of arriving at net depreciation/appreciation of investments
under that category. Net depreciation, if any, is provided for whereas Net appreciation, if any,
isignored.

. Investments classified under HTM are carried at acquisition cost, unless it is more than the
facevalue, in which case the premiumis amortised over the period remaining to maturity.

. Profit / Loss on sale : Profit/loss on sale of investments is recognised in the profit and loss
account. The profits, if any, from 'Permanent' category investment is thereafter appropriated
(net of applicable taxes and statutory reserve requirements) to Capital Reserve. Profit/loss
on sale of investments in 'Available for Sale' and 'Held for Trading' categories is recognised in
the profitand Loss Account.

J Investment Fluctuation Reserve: Realised gain on sale of current investments (net of

transfer to statutory reserve and taxes) is appropriated to Investment Fluctuation Reserve to
comply with RBI/ NABARD guidelines.

o 11. ADVANCES

o The advances are classified into Standard, Sub-standard, Doubtful and Loss Assets in
accordance with the prudential norms laid down by RBI.
J Classification and Provision for non-performing advances comprising sub-standard, doubtful
